a panel formed by the

Society of Professional
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Journalists, evidence of
censorship and inappropriate
news management was
conclusive at the Pacific
Stars and Stripes, but
inconclusive at the European
Stars and Stripes; (4)

allegations at the Pacific
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paper concerned attempts by
military officials to
influence reporting on
subjects sensitive to host
countries, attempts to
influence Stars and Stripes
personnel actions, and

military unresponsiveness to
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reporters' ingquiries; (5)
most of the allegations in
Europe involved external
influence by commanders and
their public affairs
officers, who caused stories
to be withheld or delayed,

Or were unresponsive; and
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(6) although 47 percent of
the wire services' stories
on DOD were negative, only
35 percent of the wire
services' DOD stories
published in the European
paper were negative, and

only 27 percent were
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negative in the Pacific
paper.
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
